Vergilian commentator
"exulted one"; brought peace and the Roman Empire
Collected Greek stories and created epics
Believed by Christians to predict the birth of Christ
Using the Aeneid to predict the future
Battle which saw the defeat of Brutus and Cassius and rise of Octavian
Aeneas compared to him and his wanderings
Taught Vergil philosophy
Influenced by Vergil; writer of Inferno
Vergil ran into Augustus here and was persuaded to return to Italy to finish Aeneid
selections on benefits of farming
"select pieces"; pastoral poems
dutifulness to the gods, country, and family

Eclogues based on the of Theocritus
Gaul on "this side of the Alps"
Wrote a "Confession" for enjoying reading the Aeneid
A magician; "word bender"
City where Vergil died
Epicurean poet who influenced Vergil
Governor of province who aided Vergil in the return of his farm
Taught Vergil rhetoric
Vergil sent to school here first
Small town where Vergil was born
Greep epic of wrath of Achilles and Trojan War
The name of a nymph used to name Naples
The philosophical belief that pleasure (absence of pain) is the highest good
Revised and "completed" the Aeneid
